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THE CONTRACT
Class Room Policies and Procedures for Australia / New Zealand Economics Program, Wintersession 2007 Classes
1.  On time attendance at all formal classes and meetings in Australia/New Zealand and the United States is mandatory.  Each missed class is a one-grade deduction in BOTH CLASSES. {i.e. if you earn a B+ for the Link’s class and an A in Round’s class (he’s an easy grader) your final grade would be a C+ in Link’s class and a B in Round’s class}. The only legitimate justification is sickness (Hangovers don’t count.) or some other UD approved excuse.  The policy also holds for arriving late for class including classes and meetings that are taught in the U.S. this fall.  Times and locations for the classes in the U.S. are to be determined in the fall at a meeting in early September. All meetings and classes are MANDATORY!  If you are not willing to devote the time, the program directors recommend that you drop the program immediately.
2.  Attendance at corporate, university and government seminars and presentations is also required with the same penalties for lateness and failure to attend as was the case for formal classes.
3.  During the seminars and presentations we are often given breaks of 10 - 20 minutes.  We expect you to back on time!  If not, we reserve the right to lower your grade.  If the presenters are late, that’s our problem.  It is rude to come in late after the speakers have begun.  We will not keep them waiting.
4.  Students are required to write and submit a one-page report within 24 hours after each outside seminar. Also, test questions will reflect the content of seminars and presentations.  Late papers will result in lower grades.
5.  At the conclusion of seminars, we will present gifts to the speakers as a token of our appreciation.  All students will be called upon to make such presentations, so be ready.
6.  Based on your book about health care, there will be a 30-minute exam in Queenstown and another 30- minute quiz the first day in Adelaide at 8 a.m.  You have the questions.

7.  We will be having periodic required meetings during the course of the semester.  If you plan on going to Australia, plan on attending ALL meetings.  Now is the time to make or not make the commitment.
8.  When we visit government agencies and private companies, the dress will be business casual.  Nice shoes are also required (no athletic shoes).  People improperly dressed will be subject to two penalties.  The first, you will not be allowed to go to the seminar.  Second, there will be a one-grade reduction in both courses for not attending the seminar for which you are improperly dressed.  We are representing the UD.  Thus, it is incumbent on us to act accordingly.
9.  If you act in ways that do dishonor to the University of Delaware and/or the Economics Department of said University, the instructors have the power to remove you from the program and send you home.

This includes making noise in hotels and any other types of behavior deemed inappropriate and that would dishonor our group and/or the University of Delaware.  I have the right to send a student home and the University will not refund your money.  Examples of such behavior include drunkenness, excess noise in hotels, sleeping in class, etc.

10.  You are responsible for checking your email and the class web site regularly (www.udel.edu/Economics/clink  --  note that everything is lower case except for the ‘E’ in Economics).   Missing classes or assignments because you did not check your email and the class web site is not a valid excuse.  I will not be calling asking if you got an email or if you checked the web site.  That’s your responsibility.
11.  You are responsible for coming to classes and seminars alert and ready to go.  People sleeping through classes and/or seminars in Newark or on the trip will be asked to leave the room and you will be assessed a grade penalty as if you had missed class.  This is embarrassing when students sleep during presentations and simply won’t be tolerated.  Improper behavior also includes doing anything that distracts the speakers or other persons in the room.  This includes playing games, playing with electronic devices of any kind, talking with other students, etc.  This behavior will not be tolerated.
