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I.  Some Travel Tips
WE RECOMMEND THAT YOU MAKE DUPLICATE COPIES OF ANY IMPORTANT DOCUMENTS THAT YOU TAKE WITH YOU TO Australia/New Zealand: PASSPORTS, CREDIT CARDS, ETC.  WE CAN KEEP COPIES IN THE HOTEL SAFE.  WE ADVISE KEEPING THE AIRLINE TICKETS IN THE HOTEL SAFE.

WE STRONGLY RECOMMEND FLU SHOTS.  YOU NEED TO GET THEM NOW IN ORDER TO BE PROTECTED DURING WINTER SESSION.

1.  Passports: If you have not started the process, you should go to the post office and get the appropriate applications.  You will need a birth certificate.  It could take a few weeks to get the passport, so if you have not started the process, get on it!

2.  Two passport-size pictures:  In addition, please submit a snapshot with your name on it to Chil  Alba if you have not already done so.

3.  Medication: If you are under any medication, you should let us know and make sure you have plenty of the prescription medication.  That is, make sure you have enough to get you through the period of our program.

4.  Trouble with the Law: Obviously, if you get into trouble, it is very unlikely we will be able to help you.  So think carefully about your behavior before you get into risky situations.

5.  Traveler(s checks, ATM machines, and credit cards will yield good exchange rates.

6.  Valuables: I would recommend that you have a waist money belt or some other type of safe travel wallet for carrying valuables.  When in Australia and New Zealand, I recommend that you carry your passport only if you know you need it to cash traveler(s checks, etc.  Otherwise, I would leave it in the hotel safe.  As in any major city in any country, there are professional pickpockets in these OZ and NZ who take advantage of situations where people are crowded together.


Leave valuable rings, jewelry, etc. at home in the U.S.
Do yourself a favor, do not stand out by wearing (loud( AMERICAN type clothes.  Travel in groups.

7.  Phone calling cards: Using a phone calling card will save you money - in some places a lot of money.  I recommend that if you have a phone calling card that you plan to use while in Australia and New Zealand that you call the company in question (Sprint, MCI, AT&T, etc.) and ask point blank exactly what you dial from NZ or Au to connect the call in the U.S.  Believe me, I learned from experience that what is on the back of the card does not always work.  You should do this for every country you think you might visit.  MCI has a little card you can acquire which tells the number you must dial from countries where it is represented.  Actually, you can buy phone cards that you can use from the hotels for 2 - 4 cents per minute!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

8.  Credit Cards: I would recommend MasterCard or Visa,  although American Express has been used by some of our students.  These are all as readily acceptable as in the U.S.

9.  Even though you are enrolled for the , you still MUST register for your winter courses as you normally would do.  International Programs and Special Sessions may withdraw you from the program if you have not paid the University(s tuition fee for winter session.
