Here are the directions on how to get the McGraw Hill Microeconomics CDROM working under Microsoft Vista Ultimate RC1.  
Go to My Computer

Locate the drive the CD is running, right click on it and select Explore.

1.)     Locate the “install.exe” or “install” on the CDROM, then right click-mouse (not left) on it.  A menu will appear.

2.)    Choose “Properties” from the menu.  This will open a dialog box with the series of tabs at the top.

3.)    Click on the tab labeled “Compatibility”

4.)    Under the “Compatibility Mode” section, click on the checkbox labeled “Run this program in compatibility mode for:” and choose “Windows XP (Service Pack 2) from the drop down menu.

5.)    Click on the “OK” button.

6.)    Now double click on the “install.exe” or “install” program.  Select “ALLOW” to run when asked and installation will install Podium and put an icon in the Programs menu on the Start (not called Start in Vista) menu.

It appears to run better (no flashing windows) when it is in full screen mode

End description of installation on Vista.
If you have earlier versions of Windows such as Windows XP, here is what you do to load up the program.

1.  Click on ‘run.’
2.  Then enter ‘the particular drive where the Microeconomics CD is located, in my case it’s the E drive.  So in my case the command is ‘E:\install.exe’

3.  You will get a message that says ‘Install’ in a box.  Click on that button.

You get the following message "Your PODIUM installation has been completed.  You will find the Microeconomics start up icon in the PODIUM group on your Windows desktop.”  
Note that you are then asked to click OK.
