Midterm examinations, scheduled quizzes, and final examination
There will be two examinations, two scheduled quizzes, one scheduled bonus quiz and a final examination during the course of the semester.  Each of the midterm examinations is worth 100 points.  The scheduled quizzes are each worth 30 points. The bonus quiz covering monopoly will be worth 10 points.  The tests will cover material from the CD, McConnell selected pages, problem sets, the course material booklet, any handouts given in class or displayed on the class web site, and any applications discussed in class (which may or may not be in any of the readings).  Tests will include multiple choice questions, problem type questions, and short essays.  Also, there will be a 5-point question on each examination about the readings in the Course Readings booklet that you purchase at Lieberman’s. (See section of course readings booklet where page numbers begin with the letter R (e.g. R1, R2, etc.).  Each of the 2 major exams will include a 3-point question from the interviews from the assigned modules on the CD.

Students are to take the examinations at their scheduled times.  Students missing an examination without a University recognized excused absence will be given a zero (0) score on the missed exam.  Students who do not take an examination due to a University recognized excused absence will have the REMAINING examinations counted proportionately more such that there will be no penalty for missing the exam.  HOWEVER, THERE ARE NO MAKEUP

Samples of previous examinations along with answer keys are included in your Economics 151 course material booklet.  The sample exams start on page181 of the course material booklet.  Take advantage of these exams!

Unscheduled Pop Quizzes
Pop quizzes are possible on any day and could include any material covered up to and including that which is scheduled for the day of the quiz.  Each pop quiz is worth 8 points and most likely to be administered at the beginning of class.  You will have 6 minutes in which to complete the quiz.  Students missing a quiz without a University recognized excused absence earn a zero (0) score for the missed quiz.  There are no makeup quizzes.  In order to provide for the possibility of a missed quiz, your lowest will be thrown out. Suppose that 4 pop quizzes are given during the semester.  In this case, the 3 best would be used in calculating your grade.  There have been 2 - 3 pop quizzes in recent semesters.  In case you miss more than 1 pop quiz note that excused absences on days of the pop quizzes will be handled in the same way as excused absences at exams (see discussion above).

Note: 
If you come to class LATE and after the pop quiz has begun you will not be allowed to take the quiz.  If you leave after taking the quiz or handing in a problem set, and do not have a University approved excuse, you will be given a zero on the quiz or problem set.

Problem Sets



You will receive 7 problem sets over the course of the semester.  Some of them may not be collected, but that material will be included on your exams.  Each collected problem set is worth 10 points.  The lowest score of your problem sets will be thrown out.  
Maximum total problem set points:  60 

Problem sets may, in some cases, require that you go beyond what is covered in class.  In other words, the examples in class will not necessarily be just like the problem sets.  You should be able to apply the principles learned in class to work the problem set.  In class you will learn procedures that will allow you to work the problem sets.

Usually, problem sets will be handed out one week prior to the due date indicated in the syllabus.  They will be due at 12:30 p.m. on the due date.  NO CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN FOR PROBLEM SETS TURNED IN LATE except for those accompanied by a written University recognized excused absence (see Undergraduate and Graduate Catalog, pages 55-59).  If for some reason we get behind schedule and will not be able to cover the material for a given problem set by the due date in the syllabus, I reserve the right to adjust the due date accordingly.  THE PROBLEM SETS MUST BE PRINTED FROM THE CLASS WEB SITE.  Your work will be done on these sheets.
Problem sets must have names PRINTED on each sheet. In addition, you must include your section of the room, row number and seat number.  Work is to be done on the sheets provided and the sheets must be STAPLED together. 


Note that individual problem sets have more than 10 points.  Each one however, will be scaled to 10 points.  

Note: there will be no exceptions to these rules. 

Optional Project  (Applies only if you end up on a borderline at the end of the semester)

To account for the possibility that your grade may be on a borderline at the end of the semester, you may participate in what I call the "+/- option."  If you choose this option, you will be required to find articles in popular magazines and newspapers (e.g. Newsweek, Time, Wall Street Journal, etc.) that relate to microeconomic issues and concepts discussed in class (macroeconomic articles will not be accepted).  The primary purpose of this activity is to help you reinforce class material through reading the popular press.

A one-page (at a maximum) overview (one or a few well developed paragraphs) is to be written and handed in that must identify a minimum of two microeconomic concepts.  You must stay within the specified space on the form. The two economic concepts must be clearly spelled out and noted in the space noted on the submission form.  If you don't specify the two economic concepts, the paper will be returned with a " - ".  

The article, with appropriate citation (name of publication, date, page(s)) must be stapled to your essay.  Papers must be done on the “+/- forms” included in the Lieberman’s packet.

The forms are also available on the web page under the heading of forms.  Write ups must be legible and written in complete sentences.  On the form you must write your name, section of the room, row number, seat number, and the date of submission.  Papers not meeting these requirements will be returned with a " - ".   Since I want you to be using current articles, the articles must have a publication date of August 28, 2006, or later.
Five pluses are required to affect your grade in a borderline case.  If you have 5 pluses and your grade is on a borderline at the end of the semester, your grade will automatically go up. In recent semesters between 40 and 50 people per semester had their grades raised as a result of the extra credit project.   If you are not on a borderline your grade will not change.
+/- Papers may be turned in only on Thursdays, beginning on September 14. Papers will not be collected on Tuesdays.  They will be read and given a "+" or "-".  If you receive a minus, under many circumstances you may resubmit a revised paper.  We will try to indicate changes (i.e., we will give hints) that would make the paper a plus.  If such suggestions are made, you may resubmit the original paper, the paper addressing the suggestions, and the article, but you MUST use a re-submission form.  You can find those in your Lieberman’s purchase, or on the web page. You do not have to rewrite the whole paper, just the part that addresses the issues we note.  It is however, possible that the original paper is not suitable.  If that is the case we will advise you to find another article.  
Notes:
-Keep all of your “+/- papers” until the end of the semester!

-Successful completion of the “+/- option” will affect your grade only if you are on a 

  borderline.

-You must use the forms included in the material from the Lieberman’s readings booklet 
               or from the web site.

-YOU MUST SUBMIT YOUR FIRST +/- PAPER BY SEPTEMBER 14 IF YOU ARE 


PLANNING TO PARTICIPATE IN THE EXTRA-CREDIT PROJECT.

What this means is that if you want to participate in the optional project at least one paper must be submitted (irrespective of whether you receive a + or -) by October 12.  
-You will be allowed to hand in only one NEW article at a time.  You may turn in a resubmission and a new article on the same day. The final day for submitting a new +/- paper will be Thursday November 30.

- Only resubmissions will be accepted on the last day of class.
Keep all of your +/- papers until the end of the semester!
In class exercises

During the semester we will be doing various in-class activities that in the end of the course will be scaled to 20 points out of the course total points.  In most cases, the work MUST be done on the pages provided in the Course Material Booklet.  Not following instructions will lead to a zero on that exercise.  At the end of the course, the total points earned on these exercises will be scaled to 20 points.

Computer aided instructions -  multimedia materials available:

The CD that you purchased with the course material booklet covers: Supply and Demand (McConnell, chapter 3); Elasticities (McConnell, chapter 7); Tax incidence (McConnell, Chapter 18); Costs and Production (McConnell, chapter 9); Profit maximization and Pure Competition (McConnell chapter 10); and Profit Maximization and Pure Monopoly (McConnell chapter 11).

Computers with multimedia capability are located in 309 Willard Hall, Pearson Hall, the computer lab in the basement of Purnell Hall, and the Harrington Hall facility.  The CD is Windows based.  You may be able to run it on a Power Mac if it has soft windows.)
	 


Hints for studying in EC 151:    (Carry out the following before the scheduled class discussion)
Step 1:  Look over the questions to ponder and notes related to the relevant topic in the course material booklet. (That is, key definitions, concepts, graphs, etc.)

Step 2:  Read the introduction and summary in the relevant CD module or chapter in the Economics 151 Course Material Booklet (CM).  Look at the questions to ponder in the CM.

Step 3: Skim any readings and the CD -- ONLY reading information in the tables and figures.  On the CD you can click quickly through a section of the module by clicking next and looking briefly at the items just noted  -- you are only looking for main ideas, the big picture.

Step 4: Go through a reading or CD module for details.  However, don't try to memorize the chapter or module.  There are a few basic principles in each reading or CD module that once learned will allow you to do the applications.  Finally, don't try to memorize the graphs.  Know the economic principles underlying the graphs -- then graphs are a piece of cake.

Step 5: Write out answers to the objectives (or questions to ponder) in your own words.  Have a friend check your answers.  Also, try composing multiple-choice questions as you study.  You will be surprised at how often you select questions that appear on a test.  Simply reading the material without actively writing answers is NOT an effective study procedure.  Studying with a pen in your hand and writing down important ideas and potential test questions is much more effective.

Step 6:  Work through the material before class and don't cut class.  Then you will be able to follow the discussions more easily as well as ask intelligent questions.

Step 7:  Don't be discouraged if you have trouble with some of the material the first time through.   Often, students come in after the first exam and tell me they have gone through the material.  I’ll ask "How many times?"  They say "once."   Unfortunately, some of the material is difficult and may take more than one time through for you to understand it.

Step 8: Study in 15 - 20 minute time periods then take a 2-5 minute break.  Don’t study with noise or when you are tired.  You will remember more!!!!!

Let's have some fun!
Sample exams: You should look at them to get an idea as to the types of questions that will be asked.  Page numbers for the sample exams start on page 181 and are in the course material booklet you purchased at The Bookstore (or the Book Exchange, or Lieberman’s).  Before the exams take them as you would a regular exam.  This should give you a good idea about your understanding of the material.

Important notes –THE CONTRACT (See the Undergraduate and Graduate Catalogue for the UD regulations, pp. 55-59)
1. Attendance: I do "take attendance" at each class.   On-time classroom attendance is required.  Arriving late to class and/or leaving early is distracting and diminishes the educational attainment of those attending class in accordance with University policy.  Personally, I think it is rude and inconsiderate to obstruct the serious pursuit of learning that students are entitled to and expect.  I will end class at or before 1:45.  (See the Classroom Attendance Policy below.).  

Note: 
MISSING CLASS 2 TIMES IN A ROW WITHOUT AN EXCUSED ABSENCE WILL LEAD TO FORFEITURE OF YOUR ASSIGNED SEAT.

2.  Students are to take the examinations and quizzes at the scheduled times and hand in assigned work by the assigned date. 

All assignments are to be handed in at the scheduled times.

Students missing an examination without a University recognized excused-absence are given a score of zero (0) on the missed exam.  Students who do not take an examination but have a University recognized excused absence will have the remaining examinations counted proportionately more so that there will be no penalty for missing the exam.  THERE ARE NO MAKEUP EXAMINATIONS.  Problem sets will be due at 12:30 p.m. on the due date

NO CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN FOR PROBLEM SETS TURNED IN LATE except for those accompanied by a written University recognized excuse (see Undergraduate Catalog, pages 55 - 59.) If not completed by this deadline, you will receive a zero.  

Similar rules apply to pop quizzes (See page 5 of this document).  If you come in to class after a pop quiz or the bonus quiz has started, you will be asked to wait in the lobby, and thus will receive a zero.  Pop quizzes usually will be administered at the beginning of the class period.  The scheduled quizzes on September 19 and October 19 will start at 12:30.  If you are late you still have to stop at 12:55 with the other students who were in class on time.  Scheduled major exams start at 12:30 and end at 1:45.  Understand the rules for taking the pop quizzes as they are described on page 5 of this document.    THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THESE RULES.  

3.  Procedures for obtaining authorized excuses for missed work such as missed exams, problem sets, pop quizzes, etc.  You must go to the web page and print out an excuse form regarding excused absences. All information must be filled in including the date you missed and what you missed (e.g. a pop quiz, a problem set, an exam, etc.).  You must staple to the excuse form a written excuse from your dean, doctor, etc.

4.  Cheating will not be tolerated.  Confirmed cases of academic dishonesty will be pursued and punished to the utmost permitted by University regulations.  Students are required to be familiar with and abide by the Student Code of Conduct as described in Undergraduate and Graduate Catalog, 2006 - 2007.
You are encouraged to become familiar with the University's Policy of Academic Dishonesty that can be found on line Student Guide to University Policies.  The content of the Guide applies to this course.  The following issues of academic dishonesty apply to exams, major quizzes, pop quizzes, problem sets, and +/- papers.  The faculty of the Department of Economics is strongly committed to upholding the University policy on academic dishonesty. You are responsible for knowing and abiding by this policy. Details of the policy are stated in the Official Student Handbook in the Code of Conduct, Section 1, Academic Dishonesty.  It can be found online at http://www.udel.edu/stuguide/03-04/code.html#honesty.  Students are not allowed to bring to exams any electronic device other than a non programmable calculator.  Examples of excluded items include cell phones, a blackberry, text messaging devices of any kind, pagers, etc.

5.  Assignments, announcements, etc., You are responsible for all assignments, announcements and materials presented in class, in addition to those which appear at the class web site and in your email.  Material on exams may not be in any of the readings.  Announcements always are made at the start of class.  If you miss an announcement, either in class or on the web or in your email, it is your problem, not mine.  
You are responsible for watching your email and the web site for important announcements.
Not doing so may cost you points!

6.  Tuesday October 24 is the last day to withdraw from courses without academic penalty.

7.  Tuesday September 12 is the last day to register or add classes without financial penalty.  Students withdrawing from a course will receive a permanent ‘W’ on their record.

8.  Large class environment.  As you realize by now this class is obviously very LARGE.  In order for such a large class to be successful, everyone must cooperate and follow a few simple classroom procedures.  For my part, I will present organized, clear, and hopefully interesting (and at times entertaining) presentations.  I will provide you with supplemental handouts dealing with the presentation material.  In addition, you can count on me to begin and end each lecture on time and to devote the class time to explaining and presenting the material I expect you to learn.  I require, however, an equal effort on your part to make the class successful.  You are to wait until class is completed to load books into backpacks and put desktops down.  Specifically, I expect you to attend class punctually, prepared, and attentively.  You are encouraged to ask relevant questions in class, but you are not to distract your fellow classmates with unnecessary talking and/or whispering during the lecture.  Whispering voices can be heard by all in the room!  Such whispering will not be tolerated and you may be asked to leave if you disrupt the class!!!!!!!!!!  

9.  One-time Student Faculty Meetings.  Since the class is so large, and in an attempt for me to get to know you and you to know me I will be having required meetings (worth 10 points) with students.  This is a one-time event.  If you don't attend, you receive a zero. These meetings are in groups of around 30 students. These 10 points are real points!!!   The schedule is on page 3 of this syllabus; note when your name comes up.  Although I would like you to come when your name comes up you may attend any of the sessions.
10.  Handing in graded material:  All material you hand in MUST include your name, your section in the room, row and seat number.  PENALTY: a zero.   A seating chart will be set up on Thursday, August 31.  You will remain in that seat for the rest of the semester.

11.  #2 pencils and your Economics 151 Course Material Booklet.  You are responsible for bringing them to class every day.  Bringing the Lieberman reading material is also helpful.
12.  You understand that Dr. Link does not yet know the schedule for the final exam and that no makeup will be given for the final exam unless you have a University approved excuse.  For example, just because you have airline tickets on the date of the final examination is not an approved excuse.
13.  Cell phones are not allowed.  If your cell phone rings during class, you may be asked to leave class.  The only calculators allowed in class are of the non programmable variety – consider yourself warned!

14.  If you disrupt class by disturbing those around you, you may be asked to leave class.
15.  Wednesday December 6, is the last day to report any clerical errors in your grades on items turned in up to that point because of errors in coding of the information in the grade spreadsheet (e.g.  pop quizzes, exams, etc.). 
16.  You are responsible for all problem sets (You will copy them from the class web site and do all of your work on the pages provided.) 

17.  If you come to class LATE and after a pop quiz or the bonus quiz has started, you will not be allowed to take the quiz.  If you leave after taking the quiz or handing in a problem set and do not have a University approved excuse, you will be given a zero on the quiz or problem set.
