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This course focuses on Brazil over five hundred years, from first contact with Europeans through independence, modernization and contemporary issues facing the country.  Topics include the fate of indigenous peoples; colonial economies and society; slavery and ideas about race; twentieth-century nationalist and resistance movements; and popular culture.

This course satisfies the group B requirement of the College of Arts and Sciences.
