If you put the Vicon L-Frame with the black edge of the frame aligned with the

line drawn by AMTI (as shown above), then the Y coordiate of the room coordinate
system will be aligned with the Y=0 coordinate for the force plates. The EDGE of
the L-frame defines the (0,0,0) of the room coordinate system (NOT the marker

on the comer)
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
