Classroom Arrangement Assignment

There are two extremely important aspects of classroom arrangement that impact on how effectively your classroom functions.  The first is how everything is placed, and the second is how the students are seated.  In this assignment you are going to look at both aspects.

I.  Choose one of your classes.  Ideally this should be your most difficult one.

II.  Draw your classroom arrangement for this class.  You need to include the following:

· Student seats   (number each seat)

· Teacher desk/station

· Door(s)

· Windows (if any) and other elements that cannot be altered

· Place(s) where books, supplies, etc. are stored (if applicable)

· Computers (if any)

· Any other locations/classroom elements that are important to your students

III.  Answer the following questions about your classroom arrangement:

1.  What in your room and/or its arrangement provides difficulties?  Explain.

2.  What instructional goals are best enhanced by your room arrangement?  Explain.

3. What classroom management problems are created or solved by your room arrangement?  Explain.

4.  What classroom routines are reflected in your room arrangement?  Explain.

5.  If you could change anything about your classroom, what would it be?  Explain.  

IV.  Now you need to create the ideal seating chart for the one class you selected.  For each seat that is occupied, I want you to give the rationale that you used for putting that particular student in that particular seat.  For example:  Set #1:  I placed Jason there because he has ADD and his IEP says that he needs to be seated in the front.
