Lesson Plan 1

You are going to write a lesson plan for one class period, however long that is for you.  (If you teach on a block schedule, your lesson plan must cover the entire block.)

Here is the process you will follow.  An * by a step indicates that you will hand in a written response.
*1.  Choose the one class that is the hardest for you to manage.  The management issues may come from the class as a whole, from a small group of students, from a single student, from the time of day it meets, etc.  Describe the class in a brief paragraph.
*2.  Identify the problem or problems that exist in that class.  If you use students’ names, please alter them.  Hopefully, a paragraph will suffice!
*3.  Create a lesson plan that fits into your current unit of instruction.  Create a lesson that not only addresses the content that you are teaching but also addresses the management problems.  (We will discuss this in class to give you ideas about how to do this.)  Turn this in on the lesson plan template that I provide 
4.  Teach the lesson.  
*5.  Reflect on the lesson’s successes and failures in a paragraph or two.
