Lesson Plan 2
You are going to write a lesson plan for one class period, however long that is for you.  (If you teach on a block schedule, your lesson plan must cover the entire block.)

Here is the process you will follow.  An * by a step indicates that you will hand in a written response.
*1.  Choose one class.  It may the same one you used for Lesson 1 or a different one.  Describe the class in a brief paragraph.
*2.  Administer the Multiple Intelligences Survey.  Analyze the results by listing the intelligences and then the number of students who had each as his or her highest one. 
*3.  Design a lesson plan that honors at least the two most prevalent intelligences in that class.  Note that you should integrate these strategies into a lesson that covers the content that you already plan to teach.  Don’t change the content; instead, change the way you have students interact with the content.  Write up the lesson plan on the Multiple Intelligences Lesson Plan Template.
4.  Teach the lesson.  
*5.  Reflect on whether or not the consideration of Multiple Intelligences reduced classroom management problems and increased student engagement.
