Lesson Plan 3:  Individual Behavior Contract

This lesson plan is quite different from the previous two you have written for this course because it asks you to focus on only one student.  To complete this assignment you need to do the following:

1.  Select one student whose behavior fits at least two out of three of the following:  

· Contributes to classroom management problems for you

·  Disrupts the learning of others

·  Results in diminished academic performance for the selected student

Write a paragraph describing the student’s behavior, showing why you selected him or her.

2.  Find a time to conference with this student outside of the presence of other students.  Possibilities include:

· A before-first-period meeting

· A hallway meeting during class if there is another teacher in the room

· A meeting during your planning period, pre-approved by the student’s teacher

3.  During this conference, include the following:

· A specific listing of the behaviors that are counter-productive

· An opportunity for the student to explain his/her perspective on the actions

· An opportunity for the teacher to explain his/her perspective

· Problem-solving, with the student taking the lead as much as possible

· An agreement, in writing, that both parties sign  (Note:  this may be handwritten and signed immediately, or it may be typed and then signed the next day.)  
· Agreement on consequences if the agreement is broken

· A plan for a follow-up conference after an agreed-upon interval

Write a narrative of what happens during this conference.  Include a copy of the signed agreement.
4.  Finish this assignment by writing a short follow-up on how the student’s behavior since the agreement.

	Shows how the process unfolded and has some descriptive detail
	Provides good look at the full process
