This is the last day you can change registra-
tion or withdraw from a course for this semester.

If you will be completing your Associate in Arts Degree this spring, 

there are a number of steps to make sure that everything is lined up 

for completion of your degree and seamless continuation toward a 

bachelorõs degree. Hereõs a timeline of steps to ensure that you have 

everything covered, and we start with a couple of steps that are in 

the past, just in case you need to catch up: 
 

Last Fall:  Meet with your advisor to review your degree checkout and choose 

spring courses to complete your Associate degree requirements 

Feb 9 - 23:  application period for Restricted Majors ð see complete list of         

Restricted Majors at http://www.udel.edu/registrar/restmajorsinfo.html 

February/March: attend UD Housing Fair on your local campus and decide whether 

to live in UD Housing or own your own while attending Newark campus next year 

March 15: deadline for paying housing deposit and submitting online application 

for UD On-Campus Housing 

March 13:  attend Majors and Minors on Main and finalize your choice of a major 

for continuation toward a bachelorõs degree at UD 

March ð April (no later than April 20):  submit an online Change of Academic     

Program Plan form (available at http://www.udel.edu/registrar/forms/

stuforms.html) to declare a major for your bachelorõs degree (except for Restricted 

Majors ðsee above for dates). IMPORTANT: you should declare your major BEFORE 

registering for courses for summer and/or fall, in order to have access to courses 

that are open only to majors 

April 10:  if you will be using transfer credit toward your Associate degree, check 

UDSIS make sure that all transfer credits have been posted to your record at UD.  

Note that a maximum of 29 transfer credits can be applied to the Associate de-

gree.  If all your transfer credits do not appear on UDSIS, request that the other 

school send your transcript to the UD Transfer Center, and submit a UD Transfer 

Credit Evaluation Form, available at http://www.udel.edu/registrar/transfer/

transins.html 

April 15:  deadline to withdraw from UD Housing, if you have changed your mind 

and want to live off-campus instead 

Late April:  meet with your advisor and choose summer and/or fall courses that will 

count toward your new bachelor degree major 

Late April:  register for summer and/or fall courses that will count toward your new 

bachelor degree major 

April 30:  UD On-campus room assignments will become available on the web 

Early May:  purchase your cap, gown , and hood for Commencement ð academic 

regalia is required for participation in Commencement ceremonies 

Mid-May:  complete your current courses and study for your finals ð make sure you 

keep your grades up! 

Wednesday, May 27, evening:  students completing their associate degree on the 

Dover and Georgetown campuses will celebrate at the Southern Delaware         

Convocation; location and start time to be announced 

Saturday, May 30:  students completing their associate degree on all campuses 

will celebrate at Commencement and Convocation at UD Stadium in Newark 

Early to mid- June:  staff will complete review of records for the degree clearance 

process, once all course grades are posted on UDSIS; remember that, to earn your 

Associate degree, you will need at least 60 credits, a gpa of at least 2.0, and    

completion of all specific degree requirements. If you have any Incomplete grades, 

your degree cannot be conferred until the Incomplete is resolved. 

June 1:  Student Housing Agreement becomes binding, for those who will live on-

campus in the fall 

Late June:  watch for a letter from our staff to confirm whether or not you have 

completed all Associate degree requirements;  this letter will be mailed to the 

home address you have listed on UDSIS 

Late-June or after:  If you need a transcript for work or other uses, you may order 

an official UD transcript showing conferral of your Associate in Arts degree;  use 

the form available at http://www.udel.edu/registrar/forms/stuforms.html to place 

your order 

July:  attend òTransitionsó Orientation on the Newark campus (exact date to be 

announced) 

August 1:  pay your bill for fall semester 

August:  watch for your Associate in Arts diploma in the mail;  your diploma will be 

mailed to the home address you have listed on UDSIS

Associate in Arts degree candidates who expect to complete their Associate degrees in spring 
and summer  are eligible to attend the Commencement ceremony in Newark on Saturday, May 
30 at 9:00 a.m. Do you think that ògraduationó is not for you, because youõre not 
ògraduatingó?  Remember, òCommencementó means òbeginning,ó not òending,ó and Com-
mencement is an excellent way to celebrate your achievements in the Associate in Arts Pro-
gram and to mark the beginning of your studies toward a bachelorõs degree. 
 
In addition to the main ceremony at Delaware Stadium, there will be a Convocation and Re-
ception for Associate in Arts students in the Atrium of Townsend Hall, conveniently located 
on south campus adjacent to the Stadium. (You and your family can park once and walk to 

the Convocation).   The Associate in Arts Convocation starts at 11:00 a.m. and degree candidates will receive more information 
later.   We hope you will join us at Convocation so that we can congratulate you personally.  
 
For students in  Dover and Georgetown, an alternative is to attend the Southern Delaware Convocation, on Wednesday, May 27 
at 7:00 p.m., in the Milford Senior Center. Eligible students from Dover and Georgetown will receive an invitation by mail fo r 
this event.  Canõt decide which event to attend?  Donõt  worry - Dover and Georgetown students may attend BOTH the Newark 
and the Southern Delaware ceremonies, if they choose.    
 
If you plan to attend Commencement and either the Southern Delaware Convocation or the Newark Convocation, you must wear 
official UD academic regalia ð a cap, gown, tassel and hood purchased from the UD Bookstore.   The cost for the Associate de-
gree cap, gown, tassel and hood is $52.00.  (You will be able to re -use the gown and cap in two more years, at your bachelor 
degree Commencement, but you will need a new hood and tassel ð the hood style varies for each degree.)  
 
Academic regalia as well as graduation accessories (announcements, diploma frames, study abroad sashes, etc.)  will be sold in 
the Newark Bookstore during the week of Monday, May 11 th through Friday May 15 th. No pre-orders are necessary. Whatever day 
the student comes into the Newark store, is the day they will leave with everything needed for Commencement. We are also 
attempting to arrange for regalia sales at the Associate in Arts campuses, and details on that will be announced later.
