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Title: Timing synergies: Do they exist?

Imagine that several motor elements (joints, muscles, fingers, limbs, 
etc.) need to achieve a certain combined mechanical effect at a certain 
precise time. We ask a question: If one of the elements speeds-up as 
compared to its typical action, will other elements slow down to 
preserve the timing of the overall effect? I will discuss our recent 
studies of such "timing synergies".
