Summer Transition Education Program (STEP)
The Center for Disabilities Studies, University of Delaware is pleased to announce the 2010 Summer Education Transition Program (STEP), an interactive week-long college experience for young adults with disabilities ages 16 to 21. Using a “person-centered philosophy,” STEP trainers provide coaching support and learning opportunities as students identify personal goals in areas such as interpersonal life skills, leisure and career exploration, post-secondary education, and advocacy. This information is used as the stepping stones for developing a person-centered plan, which serves as a blueprint for action that the students implement upon their return home. 

From July 11 through July 16, 2010 STEP students will live in a UD campus dormitory, participate in workshops, hear guest speakers, and be actively involved in a variety of learning experiences on campus and in the community. The entire week is aimed at promoting successful transition to adulthood by giving participants opportunities to learn and practice skills necessary to achieving their goals. In the evening, the students participate in fun, hands-on activities and social events. The week-long learning opportunity culminates in a graduation ceremony on the last day.
    
     STEP is part of the Pathways to Life Project, a model demonstration transition project developed by UD's Center for Disabilities Studies to empower young adults with disabilities to achieve greater independence, develop social networks and realize their hopes and dreams.
A brief snapshot of the responsibilities of a coach….

· Participate in Mobility Orientation and Training delivered by the Division of Visually Impaired (one day training scheduled in May)

· Participate in any STEP coaches’ orientation and training as scheduled prior to STEP week 

· Provide guidance and support to STEP students while at the University of Delaware.  

This includes:

· Physical presence, 24/7, during the program week commencing Sunday, July 11th , 2010 @ 1:00pm through Friday, July 16, 2010 @ 6:00pm 

· Participate in, and lead STEP workshops, tours/visitations, presentations, activities and meals as specified in the schedule

· Take initiative and be responsible for ensuring students are engaged in all aspects of STEP as appropriate

· Provide assistance/coaching support to students so that they can participate in and benefit from all program activities

· Supervise STEP students as scheduled during evening and morning hours

· Be available as necessary to STEP team members and students via personal cell phone

· Participate at any coaching team meetings held during the week

Coaches will be provided a dorm room @ George Reed South Hall (shared with another coach), linen package, and all meals during the STEP.
