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The Match Color command matches colors between multiple images, multiple layers, 
or selections. Color can be adjusted in an image by changing the luminance and color 
range options. A neutralize option is also available to remove color cast. The Match 
Color command only works in RGB mode.

The Match Color command works by matching the colors from one image (source) 
and replacing them in another (target). This command is useful when trying to get 
consistent color across a range of images.  It also is effective for changing the 
appearance of an image altogether. This command can also be used on different lay-
ers in an image. This command changes the entire target image.

Using a selection allows changes to occur only in specific areas in an image. This is 
great for selecting the sky in an appealing image, and matching it to a sky selection in 
a sky image that needs a boost. This also works really well for skin tone matching.
This is a useful and fun command to experiment with.

Open the images that you want to 
color match. You can open as many 
as you want.
Note: If youõre applying the Match 
Color to a particular layer in the tar-
get image, make sure that layer is 
active before choosing the Match 
Color command.

1. Activate the target image and then 
choose Image > Adjustments > Match 
Color.
The Match Color dialog box appears.
The (target) active image window 
appears in the small preview box at 
the bottom of the window.  In this 
example, an image of a boat in water.

To match the color from one image to another image:

2. In the Image Statistics area of the dia-
log box, find the Source drop-down menu 
arrow. Choose the source image.  This is 
the image which you will be matching, or 
replacing color with in the target image.  

Note:  If the source image has layers, you would select the desired layer for the color 
source from that drop-down option.   
You can choose Merged, if you want to match all the color layers.

Once the source and target have been selected, Photoshop will dynamically update 
the changes to the image on your screen.  If you like what you see, click the OK 
button.  There are other controls that we will explore shortly.



Match Color Using Selections
The illustrated instructions above show you how to use Match Color across a whole 
image. As mentioned in the introduction, you can use selected areas for sourcing and 
targeting.  In other words, you can select just a portion of an image and match the 
colors in that selection to a whole image or to a selected area in an image. 

Match Color

With the target image open and with the 
selected area active, (in this case the 
temple image with all sky area as active 
selection) 
3. Activate the target image and then 
choose Image > Adjustments > Match 
Color.

For example, in my Illustration, I have a 
temple image whose sky color I want to 
change.  I have a boat image with lots of 
blue water.  I also have the golden sky in 
the barn image that could be interesting. 
So I will use all three images for this 
experiment.
1.  Open the source and all target images.
2.  Select the desired colored area of your 
source and target image.
There can be multiple source areas 
selected. Note the water illustration.
