What You Can Expect From Your Student Teacher

· Student teaching notebook – This is basically the filing cabinet for the student teacher where everything including lesson plans, grades, and reflections should be kept and readily accessible to the cooperating teacher and coordinator.

· Weekly schedule – The student teacher is responsible to notify the coordinator via email on Thursday of every week about what they are responsible to teach the upcoming week.

· Letter of introduction – Should be approved by coordinator, cooperating teacher, and the principal.

· Newsletter and/or webpage – Some type of communication tool is required in order to keep parents informed of what is happening in the classroom.

· Detailed lesson plans – Using the University of Delaware lesson plan format, student teachers are required to plan for their instruction and submit them to their cooperating teacher 2 days ahead of time for approval and comments.

· Assessment/evaluation – The student teachers are developing this skill and should be designing, choosing, and using both summative and formative assessment tools to track student learning and progress.

· Use of technology – The student teachers have had several Ed Tech classes and should be trying to incorporate innovative technology into their lessons.

· Projects - 

First placement:  Teacher Performance Assessment
Second placement:  Teacher Performance Assessment (middle school) or Academic and Behavior Intervention Project (special education)

· Attendance at school level meetings – Faculty, grade level, team, and any other professional meetings that are appropriate for them to attend.

· Attendance at district inservice – Student teachers may attend with their cooperating teacher, alone, or with other teachers.

· Reflections – In addition to oral reflection, weekly written reflections are completed and kept in the student teacher notebook.  These reflections should demonstrate professional reflective practice and problem solving.

· Professional attire and demeanor – This is extremely important as the student teachers are preparing to enter the work force.  Cell phones, text messaging, and personal emailing are not appropriate for them to be using during the school day.
