As you are aware, the Classics Faculty and the Faculty of the Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures as a whole wish to propose the streamlining and clarification of the Department’s existing offerings in Classics. We propose the replacement of the current group of nearly indistinguishable and confusing BAFLL concentrations in Classics (“Classics” and the four-option “Latin Studies”) with a single, new, umbrella concentration. The new concentration, Ancient Greek and Roman Studies, will have 3 distinct options to allow for the greatest possible suitability to individual student interest in this interdisciplinary field. This revision, which is in keeping with the tripartite structure of the Classics major at universities comparable to the University of Delaware, is a logical repackaging of existing Classics curricula and as such will require no additional resources in terms of faculty or facilities.

The current proposal consists of two parts: the establishment of the concentration in Ancient Greek and Roman Studies and the disestablishment of the concentrations in Classics and Latin Studies. The adoption of one part of the proposal must necessarily entail the adoption of the other.

Proposed Modification of Existing Offerings in Classics   

The Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures proposes the streamlining and clarification of its offerings in Classics by replacing the current BAFLL concentrations in Classics (“Classics” and the four-option “Latin Studies”) with a single, new, umbrella concentration. The new concentration, Ancient Greek and Roman Studies, will have 3 distinct options to allow for greatest possible suitability to individual student interest in this interdisciplinary field.

Rationale for changes:

1. The concentration is called “Ancient Greek and Roman Studies” rather than the traditional “Classics” because the latter is no longer an unambiguous signifier in this culture. “Ancient Greek and Roman Studies” as a title brings the concentration alive and is part of the effort to update the dusty image of this concentration. The new title is vivid and descriptive while “Classics” causes this vital and interesting major concentration to be lost in the myriad of easily recognizable majors in the University catalog.

2. This 3-option concentration efficiently consolidates the presently numerous and superfluous options for students interested in Classics. The present options (in addition to the now defunct Classical Studies Major) are the BAFLL in the following concentrations: Classics, Latin Studies with Language and Literature option, Latin Studies with Civilization and Culture option, Latin Studies with Period Studies option, and Latin Studies with Area Studies option.  In truth, offering Latin Studies with its various options is misleading, for terms like “area studies” and “period studies” do not reflect actual offerings. That is, “area studies” would imply that a student could focus on Pompeii, for instance. Classics related courses offered presently by the University simply do not provide such diversity and specialization. 

3. The new scheme presents options in a clear manner. Under the new scheme, options are clearly distinguishable from each other. Option I demands knowledge of ancient Greek or Latin only to the level dictated by the University language requirement, and the option’s explicit focus is cultural and interdisciplinary. Students pursuing this option could, for instance, readily enter graduate programs in art history, archaeology, comparative literature and history. Option II is a language and literature option. Students interested in Option II will be reading literature in the original languages and will be ideally equipped to pursue Classical Philology, Classical Art/Archaeology, or Ancient History at the graduate level. Option III is designed for students with an exclusive interest in the Roman world; it would be possible for these students to pursue the teaching of Latin or Ancient History at the secondary level or to pursue graduate studies in some other area of their choice.

4. Options I, II, and III correspond to the three standard concentrations in Classics offered by colleges and universities throughout the country. Option I corresponds to what most institutions call the “Classical Civilization Major,” and it is the life-blood of Classics programs. Because this major is intensely interdisciplinary and has a language requirement that is not intimidating, this major is characteristically popular in universities comparable to the University of Delaware.*  Option II, known elsewhere as the “Classics Major,” is generally chosen by students truly dedicated to the study of the ancient authors in the original languages; the same is true of Option III, although the emphasis of this option is the language and literature of the Roman world specifically.

* For example, the following statistics for numbers of Classical Civilization and Classical Language majors were obtained in 9. 01: UCLA – 41 civ., 7 lang.; UCSB – 14 civ., 8 lang.; University of Colorado, Boulder- 28 civ., 8 lang.; University of Iowa – 20 civ., 11 lang.; University of Massachusetts, Amherst – 60 civ., 15 lang.; Duke – 16 civ., 5 lang.

5. The proposed major in Ancient Greek and Roman Studies conforms to, and indeed promotes, the University’s mission to provide a well-rounded, interdisciplinary education. It should be noted that students selecting this major have many more options than those listed above available to them upon graduation. Students graduating with Classical Civilization and Classics majors elsewhere have entered a wide variety of professions. A recent Princeton University survey of 103 Classics graduates produced the following results: 17 Law, 15 Medicine, 17 Education at the College level, 11 Education at the secondary level, 8 Business - Banking and Finance, 6 Business – Marketing and Management, 29 Other. [Other is defined as: newspaper editor, computer programmers, literary agent, television producer, speech writer for the Clinton/Gore campaign, governor’s cultural affairs advisor] For this survey and student comments about their Classics education, see www.princeton.edu/~classics/.
6. This proposal is the direct result of a request from the Dean’s Office, and its potential for success is already manifesting itself; students have expressed an interest in changing to/selecting the new concentration upon its establishment. The fact that the new concentration is interdisciplinary and founded on a curriculum (courses) already in existence makes it particularly appealing; it will be very easy for well-rounded students to elect or change to this major and option at any point in their university careers. If experience elsewhere serves as a guide, participating Departments (Art History, History, Political Science, Philosophy, Anthropology, and Theater) may experience an increase in course enrolment. It should, however, be noted that departments listed as participating in the new concentration are currently participants in the existing concentrations and options to be “collapsed” into the new umbrella concentration.

Cost of Implementation:

No additional costs are implied since all courses in the proposed concentration are currently being taught.

Faculty

The three current faculty members, a tenured Associate Professor, a tenure-track Assistant Professor, and a junior adjunct faculty member, are fully qualified to teach the required courses in Greek and Roman language, literature, and civilization. Indeed, they are doing so currently. Elective courses in Art History, Philosophy, History, Anthropology, Theater, and Political Science are also currently being taught by faculty in those departments.

Facilities and Resources

The Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures, as well as cooperating departments, has ample facilities in computer programs and videos, and the Morris Library has more than sufficient resources in books and videos to support the proposed curricular revisions. No new resources will be required.
