a.  Rationale for creation, revision, or  deletion:

A necessary condition for the existence of any teacher education program is the availability of student teaching placements. These no longer exist in Russian, since the last high school Russian programs in Delaware and nearby Pennsylvania and Maryland were  discontinued several years ago. Our last student teacher in Russian did her student teaching apprenticeship in the Baltimore area; the colleges of Arts and Science and CHEP jointly covered her tuition m order to offset the expenses she incurred due to this placement so far from Newark.  Clearly, we cannot maintain a program that requires such subsidy.  Furthermore, there are not presently jobs for graduates m Russian Education.

While we have been hoping for the creation of new Russian programs in our state, this has not occurred.  We therefore feel compelled to disestablish our Russian Education program at the present time.
