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a.  Rationale for creation, revision, or  deletion:

Women's Studies has a capstone course already in the curriculum, "Critical Issues in Feminist

Scholarship." This one-credit course is currently recommended to majors and minors. The

Women's Studies Program faculty believes that this course should be required for all majors in

order to provide a culmination of their experience in the program.

Our capstone course provides additional coherence for the major and is offered as an option for

the minor in Women's Studies. The Program has a multidisciplinary focus. A required capstone

course will provide majors (and minors who would opt to enroll) with an opportunity to share

their varied perspectives with each other. Consequently the course brings together students who

have pursued a variety of courses of study in order to benefit from each others' knowledge and

experience. The focus on a project, grounded in a seminar course, provides a range of options to

meet the needs of our students' varied interests.

We believe that all majors will benefit from this intellectual cross-fertilization. Women's studies

students experience an impressive breadth of knowledge due to the interdisciplinary nature of the

program. This course will enhance those offerings by providing a culminating experience in which

the students will integrate the knowledge gained throughout the Women's Studies curriculum.

b.  Summary of program: 

"Critical Issues in Feminist Scholarship" (WOMS 410) is a one-credit capstone course that 

culminates in a senior conference. Students enrolled in the course must also complete one of the

 following options: a 400-level seminar course cross-listed with WOMS, a Women's Studies internship

(WOMS 498), study abroad program with a WOMS component in the senior year, or a WOMS

thesis (WOMS 411) or equivalent such as an art portfolio or performance piece.  Students will

meet periodically with the faculty of record to assess progress and oversee the development of the final project.  Enrolled students will also work closely with the faculty of record for the option that they choose.
