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a.  Rationale for creation, revision, or  deletion:

The rationale for this change is as follows.

The faculty member who taught the required Introduction to Jewish Sources course has left the University and there is no one on

campus who has the background to teach this course. The Introduction to Jewish Philosophy course is now taught on an

alternating semester with Jewish Theology and it now seems that both of these are appropriate for the minor and students should

not necessarily have to choose the one (Jewish Philosophy) as the required course. The English department is currently offering

other courses in Jewish literature that are cross-listed with the Jewish Studies program that are considered appropriate for the

minor. In addition we are expanding courses in a number of departments and feel that students should be able to select courses

that most appropriately match their interests or in some cases compliment work they are doing in their major. These changes

will allow students taking the minor to have greater flexibility in course selection to overlap with their broader academic and

intellectual interests.

  We feel it is necessary to have an anchor course to give students a basis for understanding tile scope of Jewish studies and that

the Issues and Ideas in Jewish studies course, organized by the Program Director, should be required. This course is taught in

the Spring each year and consists of a lecture each week by U of D faculty or invited guests with specific qualifications in an

area of Jewish study .  A copy of the Spring, 2001 .schedule is enclosed. This course, currently titled Jewish Speakers Series, has been taught twice as a 367, and a request for a permanent JWST number, has been submitted with the  new name "Issues and Ideas in Jewish Studies".

   The restrictions listed for Hebrew and the Israel winter session courses are not new and have been m place since the

establishment of the minor. The restriction on Hebrew comes from the fact that we do not want students to fulfill the minor only with a language. Many students do in fact take the Hebrew language series, but only one of these courses is counted for the minor. The Israel winter session is a 6 credit course, and once again, in order to provide for a variety of options, we restrict the credits for die minor to 3 credits.  We plan to offer students taking the 3 Hebrew courses a certificate in Hebrew from the

program, but is an internal Program matter and does not impact the minor.

As this is a MINOR, students can take this in conjunction with a variety of Bachelor degree programs.
b.  Summary of program: 

We are proposing a change in the requirements for the MINOR in Jewish Studies:

Currently the Requirements for the minor read as follows:

A student must take a total of fifteen credits, usually five courses, from the selection of Jewish Studies courses offered.

One course in Jewish Literature, Introduction to Jewish Sources (JWST 349) and one in Jewish philosophy,

Introduction to Jewish Philosophy (JWST 208) must be included among the fifteen credits.

We would like to change the wording to:

A student must take a total of at least sixteen credits, from the selection of Jewish Studies courses offered by the

Jewish Studies Program (JWST) or cross-listed with another department. The one credit course. Issues and Ideas in

Jewish Studies, is the only course required for the minor. Only 3 credits of Hebrew language and only 3 credits from

courses offered during Israel winter-session courses can count toward the minor.
