Provisional Approval of New Programs/Majors -- Resolution

WHEREAS, there is a need for training of highly qualified physical therapists to serve the community, and

WHEREAS, there are societal expectations that physical therapists are fully autonomous healthcare practitioners with a scope of practice consistent with the Guide to Physical Therapist Practice to be a clinical doctor, and

WHEREAS, there is a national trend, supported by the American Physical Therapy Association for all physical therapy programs to offer a Clinical Doctorate, and

WHEREAS, the resources required to implement the Doctorate in Physical Therapy curriculum currently exist, therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Faculty Senate approves provisionally, for four years, the establishment of a new major leading to the Doctorate in Physical Therapy, effective July 1, 2002 and be it further 

Disestablishment of Major/Program -- Resolution

WHEREAS, the Dean of the College of Arts and Science, in consultation with the

Department Chairperson of Physical Therapy, has recommended the elimination of the Masters in Physical Therapy degree, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, that the Master of Physical Therapy degree is to be disestablished effective September 1, 2003, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the phase-out schedule for course offerings through Summer 2003, shall assure the completion of the Master of Physical Therapy major for currently enrolled students.
