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a.  Rationale for creation, revision, or deletion:

Requiring students to apply to a concentration at or after the end of the freshman year will help ensure that the student is selecting an appropriate major based on demonstrated aptitude and interest.

b.  Summary of program: 

Modify the Admission Requirements for the major as follows:

(Current Admission Requirements)

1. Completion of at least 12 credits at the University of Delaware with a minimum GPA of 2.0.

2. Successful completion of the following courses: HESC 210; HESC 214 HESC 220; and a BISC course with a lab.

3. Completion of the appropriate application form for the chosen concentration. Applications are due by April 1st and November 1st of each year.

4. Each of the concentrations have additional requirements, as follows:

a. Biomechanics: Admission will be based on cumulative and major GPA as well as the criteria listed in 1-3 above, with selection on a competitive basis.

b. Exercise Physiology: Admission will be based on cumulative and major GPA as well as the criteria listed in 1-3 above, with selection on a competitive basis.

c. Figure Skating Science: After the criteria listed in 1-3 above have been met, each student must meet with the Director of the Figure Skating Science Concentration to determine eligibility.

(Proposed Admission Requirements)

Incoming freshmen and transfer students interested in the Exercise Science major are admitted to “Exercise Science Interest”.  After the completion of the freshman year, acceptance into the Exercise Science major and a concentration within the major will be made by a faculty admission committee for each concentration based on the following criteria:

1. Entrance to the major is competitive.  Students admitted recently hold a  cumulative GPA of 3.0. Exceptions will be considered by admission committees only in unusual circumstances.

2. Successful completion of the following courses: HESC 210, HESC 214, HESC 220, and a BISC course with a lab.

3. Completion of the appropriate application form for the chosen concentration. Applications are due by June 1st and December 1st of each year.

4. Each of the concentrations have additional requirements, as follows:

a. Biomechanics: Admission will be based on cumulative and major GPA as well as the criteria listed in 1-3 above, with selection on a competitive basis. Students must also have successfully completed MATH 241.

b. Exercise Physiology: Admission will be based on cumulative and major GPA as well as the criteria listed in 1-3 above, with selection on a competitive basis. Students must also have successfully completed BISC 208.

c. Figure Skating Science: After the criteria listed in 1-3 above have been met, each student must meet with the Director of the Figure Skating Science Concentration to determine eligibility.
