Rationale for creation, revision, or deletion:

Rationale for increasing required credits for completion of the major from 124 to 125:  

The HPE Program has required either Lifeguard Training (formerly 120 Lifetime Activity- 1 credit and now proposed as HESC 122 Lifeguard Training –2 credits) or Water Safety Instructor (2 credits).   The change from a one-credit to a two-credit course results in an increase in the number of credits required for the completion of the major.

Rationale for revision of requirements for continuation in the major:  

The criteria for continuing in the program have been revised to include required student portfolios.  Teacher education programs are being held accountable for student learning through standards set by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) and University Council for Teacher Education (UCTE).  The portfolios will enable the students to better demonstrate what they know and are able to do as a result of their education and will serve to document that both the student standards and beginning teacher standards are being met.

Rationale for establishment of Health and Physical Education Interest area:

Teacher education programs are being held accountable for student learning through standards set by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) and University Council for Teacher Education (UCTE).  The Health and Physical Education teacher education program requires s to have a 2.5 cumulative GPA and a 2.75 GPA in major courses to enter upper level courses, student teach, and graduate.  It has been problematic that some students admitted to the HPE major as freshmen and transfers have not reached these requirements, and have had to repeat both general studies courses and major courses in attempts to achieve the required minimum GPAs.  Some of these students have had to select another major after their sophomore or junior years, tremendously increasing the number of years they must spend at the University.  Having students admitted in a Health and Physical Education Interest area prior to making a formal application to the major will help to ensure that students entering the major are likely to be successful in it.

It should also be noted that a student’s GPA also has direct implications for employment as a teacher following graduation. Many states are raising the minimum GPA standard for teachers applying for certification in their state; e.g. Pennsylvania will require a 2.6 minimum cumulative index in Fall 2003; a 2.8 minimum cumulative index in Fall 2004, and thereafter a 3.0 minimum cumulative index. The minimum cumulative index for employment as a teacher in New Jersey is 2.75.
