a.  Rationale for creation, revision, or  deletion:

1. Clarification of Requirements for Bachelor of Science In Nursing 

Major in University Catalog: Replace “Pathways Course/Elective” on page 179 in Catalog with HESC 155, Personal Health Management: An Approach for a Lifetime.

RATIONALE: When the new undergraduate nursing curriculum was planned a few years ago, the faculty was not certain of the permanent number, title, and details of the pathways course to be offered by the College of Health and Nursing Sciences. Since that time, HESC 155 has been developed, approved, and offered. Nursing students are officially required to enroll in that particular pathways course. 

2. Changes in Pre- and Co-requisites in Selected Courses 

RATIONALE: Some pre- and co-requisites were omitted or listed incorrectly when the new undergraduate nursing curriculum was originally approved.  Further course planning has stimulated discussion about what knowledge and experiences are necessary in order to most effectively learn course content and skills. Discussions resulted in some revisions.

3. Changes in NURS 230 Course Description

RATIONALE: Review of content of NURS 220 during recent course planning by assigned faculty resulted in fine tuning of the NURS 230 description to more accurately reflect the focus of the course.

4. Changes in Contact Hour : Credit Ratio for Labs and Clinical Practica 
RATIONALE: The new curriculum includes 3 more nursing credits as well as increased lab and discussion time in several courses. Further course planning indicated that a 3:1 ratio of hours to credit is not necessary to accomplish curricular goals. Independent practice time, use of teaching assistants, and use of CD-ROMs and Web-enhanced information will decrease the number of class/clinical hours that have to be supervised by faculty. A 2:1 ratio of hours to credit will be sufficient to meet course requirements.
b.  Summary of program: 

When the “Pathways Course/Elective” was listed in the catalog, HESC 155 had not been developed. “Pathways Course/Elective” should be replaced by HESC 155 which students are required to take.

Corrections need to be made in some pre-requisites and co-requisites that were either omitted or listed incorrectly. The revisions are listed.

NURS 230 course description is changed to reflect the focus of the course.

The 3:1 ratio of hours to credit for clinical/lab courses, approved in the original submission of the new baccalaureate nursing curriculum, was determined to be excessive upon further review by the faculty. The ratio should be 2:1.
