b. A typed personal bio. It should be a minimum of one double-spaced page. Include why
you feel you need and deserve this scholarship. Express your career goals, the direction
you want to take in the future in your proposed field of study, your reason for selecting this
field, the college and/or training institution you plan to attend, your circumstances for re-
entering school if a factor any other relevant information.

c. A copy of your acceptance letter from the college (if you are not a current college student).

A certified copy of school transcript directly from the school.

4. A recommendation from a faculty advisor or a current work supervisor must be sent directly

from the person completing the recommendation.
