French 105 Oral Exam / Spring 2002


In order to assess your oral proficiency, your ability to communicate in French will be tested on Monday, May 6.  You will not have French class on this day.  You will sign up in class to take your exam with a partner at a specific time.

Procedure:  


You and your partner will discuss the topics below in both a prepared and improvised manner.  Your professor(s) will listen, take notes and perhaps ask some questions.

Format:


I.  You and your partner will engage in a conversation that you’ve prepared and rehearsed (but not memorized!).  You should talk about each topic below:


-description of family including hobbies/activities


-description of home town and house


-description of your schedule


-readings from class


II.  You and your partner will select at random an index card with a situation/role-play explained on it.  You and your partner will converse as indicated on your card.   This part of your Oral Exam is improvised.  You will not know the exact situation until you read the instructions during the exam.  To prepare, study the vocabulary and structures which accompany each topic below.


-readings from class


-asking for/giving directions


-housing

You should study the necessary material (vocabulary, structures), meet with your partner and SPEAK in French about each topic.  Do not try to memorize everything.  The goal of practice is to gain confidence and ease when speaking.  No notes may be used during the exam.
