The Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) was provisionally approved for five years in 2010. The program was structured to admit a new cohort of students every summer, with the cohort graduating the following May. Since the program was approved, we have continually struggled to admit enough students to make the program academically and financially viable. The first cohort (2010-2011) had 9 students matriculate, 8 students graduate, and 1 withdraw. The second cohort (2011-2012) had 13 students matriculate, 8 students graduate and 5 withdraw. The third cohort (2012-2013) had 13 students matriculate, 12 students graduate, and 1 withdraw. The fourth cohort of students (2013-2014) had 2 students matriculate and 2 students graduate. No students were admitted for the 2014-2015 academic year. There currently are no students in the program.
A combination of external and internal funding was available for students in the first three cohorts. This funding provided a monthly stipend and covered their cost of tuition while they completed the program. This funding is no longer available. There was a dramatic drop in interest for the program when the funding disappeared (Cohort 4 consisted of 2 students, and there was one application for Cohort 5). 
The program consists of 9 courses that are populated only by students enrolled in the MAT program. These courses are split into three discipline areas: 3 courses for students pursuing secondary mathematics teaching certification, 3 courses for students pursuing secondary science teaching certification, and 3 courses for students pursuing secondary English teaching certification. The program enrollment is not sufficient to offer these courses. 

The School of Education faculty voted on November 12, 2014 in support of disestablishing the program effective Fall 2015 by a vote of 21 yes, 1 no, and 2 abstain because the enrollment within the program is insufficient to populate the required courses.
