This revision will allow the Master’s program to more closely align with the American Association of Colleges of Nursing Essentials for Master’s Education (2012).  This is the standard for all master’s programs in nursing.  The development of the newly approved Doctor of Nursing Practice Program created an opportunity to allow current students to benefit by incorporating some of the newly developed courses into their curriculum.  These students will be able to graduate 7 months earlier than originally planned and finish with several credits that will transfer into the post-master’s DNP program, if they decide to return for that degree.  In addition, these students will have the opportunity for intradisciplinary learning opportunities because they will be taking courses with DNP and nurse practitioner students from the Psychiatric/Mental Health nurse practitioner program.
