The creation of a Master in Art History for Museum Professional would expand career opportunities for Art History majors interested in museum work. This new program, open only to UD Art History majors, requires 21 credits in Art History graduate courses, 9 credits in Museum Studies graduate courses, plus 3 internship credits at an art museum. It differs from our current MA in Art History in that it integrates the requirements of the MA in Art History and the certificate in Museum Studies within one accelerated plan—it offers both in-depth art historical education and museum training. Moreover, it allows Art History majors to “jumpstart” the Master’s degree in their senior year, and to obtain an advanced degree in one additional year.

ARTH663 - Art Museum Internship (3 credits): provides on-the-job experience in collections management, administration, education, exhibition and interpretation, or other department at an art museum or other art-related venue. Ten full weeks of internship experience are required, as well as the completion of journal of activities and/or final academic project or paper.
