ï Add new features without need for redesigning
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Enter the 

Web Content Management System (CMS)

Å Software for creating and managing HTML content

Å Provides authoring (and other) tools designed for users with varying skill 

sets

Å Most save content in a database; stored as XML

Å Presentation layer is stored separately

Å Predominantly managed via browser

KEY

ï Separation of content and design

ï Roles of users are defined to permit access to selected content
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A CMS Can Help!

Å Database driven

Å Uses cascading style sheets (CSS) for layout and design

Å Accessible from anywhere

Å Content publishing can be managed or moderated

Å No HTML knowledge is necessary (for content providers)

Å Saves times (especially with multiple users acting as editors)

Å Content is search engine friendly

Å Content is syndicated (by default)
