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This course focuses primarily on issues that fit Robert Art’s definition of security affairs as issues connected with the use or threat of force in international affairs.  The purpose of the course is to introduce students to the theoretical literatures connected with security issues.  As much as possible, however, the theory is tied to real-world concerns, including current issues.

The class will be run as a seminar.  Doing the reading is not enough; students must be prepared to discuss it.  There will usually be discussion questions distributed in advance; if not, students should at minimum be prepared to summarize the key points of the readings.  Students are encouraged to take notes on the readings to aid their memory in class discussions.

In addition to ordinary class participation, the main graded elements of the course are as follows.  First, each student will do an oral presentation on the key issues for one week (students may work with the instructor the day before on refining the presentation).  Second, students will write two short papers (4-5 pages, single-spaced) critically analyzing a key issue from the reading for particular weeks other than the week for which they do the oral presentation.  Each student should do one paper early in the semester and one later.  Students will have the option of handing in revised papers the following week to be graded. 
Additionally, each student will write a term paper of about 30 pages (10,000 words) on an issue related to the class (due Monday, May 2).  The bulk of these papers will review and critically analyze the literature on an issue related to the class (the “related works” sections of the syllabus are meant to help here).  Ph.D. students will then propose a research design for how to improve that literature; master’s students may instead explain the policy implications of their conclusions from the literature review.  To prepare for this assignment, students will write a short research design paper for the week on methods.  Finally, there will be a take-home final exam.
