Sanction Descriptions:
Residential Warning- An official written statement that an infraction has taken place.  Other violations of Residence Hall regulations, Code of Conduct policies and/or procedures may lead to more serious sanctions.

Residential Probation – A more severe sanction than a Residential Warning.  Includes a period of observation and review during which students are expected to uphold all University and Residence Hall Regulations, rules, policies & procedures.  Future violations will result in more severe sanctions or referral into the judicial system.

Deferred Termination of the Student Housing Agreement – A definite period of observation and review.  If a student is again found guilty of violating a Residence Hall Regulation, University policy and/or procedure or an order of a judicial body or Administrative Hearing Officer during the period specified, termination of the Student Housing Agreement will take place.

Termination of the Student Housing Agreement - A Student Housing Agreement can be terminated due to violations of the Code of Conduct, Residence Hall Regulations or violating an order of a judicial body or Administrative Hearing Officer.  A student whose Housing Agreement is terminated in this manner will be held responsible for the full cost of the residence hall space for the remainder of the academic year even if the space is reassigned.

In addition to the sanctions above, the following types of sanctions may also be applied.

Activity – Sanction designed to assist the student in understanding his/her behavior as it relates to a community living situation.  Examples of Activities include, but are not limited to papers, program attendance, program development, apology letters and other Community Response Activities.
Housing Reassignment - Reassignment from a specific hall with eligibility to live in another hall or complex.  The student will be responsible for the administrative cost of a room change outlined in the Student Housing Agreement under “Room Changes” section.

Restitution of Loss, Damage or Service Costs – Assessment of charges in an amount that reflects the costs of the damage, loss, or cost of service incurred and recurrences.

Removal of Item(s) – Students found to be in possession of prohibited items will be asked to remove them from the residence halls.  Failure to do so could result in a judicial charge for “Failure to Comply.”

REQUESTING A REVIEW/CHANGE IN DETERMINATION:  A student has the opportunity to request a review or change of the determination made through the Residence Hall Regulation System.

All requests must be in writing and be submitted within five (5) working days of the conference with the staff member when the determination was presented.  Submissions should detail the specifics of the situation and indicate which of the following the student is requesting:

A) Clarification of the policy

B) Review/change of the determination; or

C) Review/change of the sanction
