TRANSITION WEEK
The Last Week of the Placement

Transition Week is the final week of the student teaching placement.  During this week, teaching responsibilities are to be gradually returned to the cooperating teacher.  Student teachers are expected to teach at least 50% of the time during Transition Week.  The other 50% is to be spent observing the cooperating teacher or other teachers in various grade levels and specialties.

Student teachers are expected to hand in a Weekly Teaching Schedule  to their cooperating teacher and coordinator outlining all of their activities for each day, before the Transition Week begins.

All assignments are to be completed by the end of solo week.  Be prepared to turn in typed copies of all requirements on the first day of Transition Week.





Attendance 

Inservice days, the day before or after holidays and the day before Commencement (for some student teachers) are scheduled teaching days.  Student teachers are considered professional staff and are required to adhere to the district calendar and to the University of Delaware student teaching schedule.

Cooperating teachers are aware of this policy, so student teachers are asked to refrain from putting cooperating teachers in an awkward position by asking them to deviate from this policy.  Following the established policy will ensure fairness to everyone involved.
