3. Add an essay of 500 to 1000 words written by the 4-H’er (age of 4-H’er will be considered in
writing quality). The award will be chosen based on how well the 4-H member can answer the
following topic:

“The outside of a horse is good for the inside of a 4-H'er...”

a. Should be a horse or pony that you own or have worked with.

b. Do NOT include your name or the horse/pony’s registered name in the essay.

c. Use the horse’s unregistered nick name or pet name in the essay.

d. Not required to own the horse or pony being nominated.

4. The nomination with the essay must be postmarked by November 11, 2019.
