administration). Depending on the class assignment, this person will report either to the
Associate Director for Academic Programs or the Assistant Director of the Intensive English
Program (IEP).

Qualifications for the position include:

e Master’s Degree in either Teaching English as a Second Language or Applied
Linguistics.

e Classroom experience in an IEP or comparable program.

e Strong written and oral communication

e Demonstrated excellence in teaching multiple levels and skill areas.

e For a4-week class, the pay rate is $2,629.50 to $3,005, depending on contact hours.
e For an 8-week class, the pay rate is $5,259.
